Dr. Elizabeth Alexander, an
award winning poet, essayist, play-

wright and a Pulitzer Prize finalist was re-
cently inducted into Alpha Kappa Alpha Sorority,
Incorporated® as an honorary member. Soror
Alexander, who serves as chairman of the African
American Studies Department at Yale University,
was initiated in a members-only ceremony held in
New Haven, Connecticut. 

Presiding over the formal induction was
Supreme Basileus Carolyn House Stewart. Partici-
pating were sorors: the Honorable Peggy A. Quince,
chairman of the Honorary Members/ Awards Com-
mittee; and Executive Director Deborah Dangerfield.
Also joining in the induction were former Supreme
Basileus, Soror Barbara A. McKinzie; former Hon-
orary Members/Awards Committee chairman,
Soror Mae R. Carr; and Soror Elicia Spearman,
basileus of Theta Epsilon Omega Chapter of New
Haven, Connecticut, which nominated Alexander.
Dr. Alexander was approved during the last admin-
istration but was unable to attend the  2010 Boule.

An honorary membership is the highest honor
the sorority can bestow upon a woman who rep-
resents unusually high ethical standing and na-

tionally recognized achievement. Through her cre-
ativity, and as expressed in her poems, plays and
essays, Soror Alexander embodies the Alpha
Kappa Alpha ideal, which is captured in its credo:
“Providing service to all mankind.”  This is Alpha
Kappa Alpha Sorority’s core mission, the founda-
tion upon which the sorority was founded in 1908. 

Professor Alexander has earned worldwide
acclaim for her contributions, which make her an
ideal candidate for membership.

Creative triumphs, awards and recognitions
have punctuated her journey to greatness. Most
recently, she composed and delivered “Praise
Song for the Day” for the inauguration of President
Barack Obama. The poem was recently published
as a small book from Graywolf Press. In addition,
she has published five books of poems: The Venus
Hottentot (1990), Body of Life (1996), Antebellum
Dream Book (2001) and American Sublime (2005),
which was one of three finalists for the Pulitzer
Prize and was one of the American Library Asso-
ciation’s “Notable Books of the Year” — and her
first young adult collection (co-authored with Mar-
ilyn Nelson), Miss Crandall’s School for Young
Ladies and Little Misses of Color (2008 Connecticut

Book Award). Her two collections of essays are
The Black Interior (2004) and Power and Possibility
(2007). Soror Alexander’s play, “Diva Studies,” was
produced at the Yale School of Drama.

Professor Alexander is the first recipient of
the Alphonse Fletcher, Sr. Fellowship for work that
“contributes to improving race relations in Amer-
ican society and furthers the broad social goals
of the U.S. Supreme Court’s Brown v. Board of Ed-
ucation decision of 1954.” She is the 2007 winner
of the first Jackson Prize for Poetry, awarded by
Poets & Writers, Inc. Other awards include a Na-
tional Endowment for the Arts Fellowship; two
Pushcart Prizes; the George Kent Award, given by
Gwendolyn Brooks; a Guggenheim fellowship, as
well as the Quantrell Award for Excellence in Un-
dergraduate Teaching at University of Chicago. 

Alexander has degrees from Yale University
and Boston University and completed her Ph.D. in
English at the University of Pennsylvania.

“We are honored and proud to have Dr.
Alexander join our great sisterhood,” said Soror
Stewart.  “Her devotion to education and her com-
mitment to delivering human rights messages
through her poems, essays and plays embody the
qualities of the Alpha Kappa Alpha woman. She
will make a great addition to our Sorority and we
look forward to supporting and embracing her.”

After the formal induction, Soror Alexander
expressed pride in joining the sorority. She said
she was particularly uplifted because poet Soror
Sonia Sanchez — whose work and character she
admires — is also a member of Alpha Kappa Alpha
Sorority, Incorporated®.

PROGRAMS OF SERVICE
The vision of the Founders of Alpha
Kappa Alpha was service to all
mankind. During more than a century
“Supreme In Service” has been the
mantra of our organization. We can all
recall many of the groundbreaking
program efforts that have made a dif-
ference in our communities and na-
tionally. Each Supreme Basileus has
added to the efforts of AKA and left an
indelible print in the area of programs
of service. Due to my professional ca-
reer in the area of education, I still find
myself interested in and supporting
efforts in public education, pre-K
through 12 and higher education.
Serving on several Foundation Boards
and the Board of Directors of the Re-
gion Four Education Service Center
gives me an opportunity to continue to
contribute to educational endeavors.
I still feel the advancement of our race
is related to the education of future
generations.

There is no way, given the climate
in the country today, that we cannot
have concerns about health care and
making sure affordable health care is
available for all citizens.

My interest has expanded to in-
clude service on the Houston Arche-
ological and Historical Commission
and the Board of the Houston History
Association. Alpha Kappa Alpha’s re-
cent Centennial Celebration added to
my keen interest in history. Tracing the
history of my family, the history of
Houston, and the history of Alpha
Kappa Alpha are my favorite hobbies.

ORGANIZATIONAL IMPACT 
AND COLLABORATION

We worked with many groups, espe-
cially the NPHC, women’s groups, and
civil rights groups, putting Alpha
Kappa Alpha on those groups’ pages.
It was my privilege to design and crys-
tallize the Alpha Kappa Alpha Connec-
tion. This gave Alpha Kappa Alpha the
tool to reach and mobilize sorors
across the country. The Alpha Kappa
Alpha Connection was responsible for
registering more than 100,000 voters
for the 1984 US Presidential election.
Serving as President of the Council of
Presidents of the eight predominately
Black Greek-lettered organizations, a
drive to leverage the collective power
of the group was launched.

WOMEN INVOLVED 
IN GLOBAL CONCERNS

Alpha Kappa Alpha was invited as a
presenter at the United Nations’ 1985
Decade of the Woman” Conference in
Nairobi, Kenya. This was the first time
Alpha Kappa Alpha had been invited
to present.

As a partner with AfriCare, we de-
veloped the African Village project.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT
The completion of the construction of
the Corporate Office in Chicago is an
example of the economic power of
Alpha Kappa Alpha. This multi-million
dollar project was completed and paid
for by contributions of sorors without
any debt. It demonstrates that within
the organization there is financial
strength and wealth that can be man-
aged to make a difference in Black
America by Black women. This proj-
ect included the use of a Black archi-
tect, and construction company. It
said to the City of Chicago that Alpha
Kappa Alpha puts its money to work in
the Black community.

The 75th Anniversary was kicked
off in the nation’s capitol with an Eco-
nomic Development Conference de-
signed to increase economic power in
the Black community. In 1985 an anti-
poverty conference financed by a
grant from the Ford Foundation in col-
laboration with other women’s organ-
izations was held at the University of
Maryland.

Alpha Kappa Alpha was on the
front line of the march for jobs, justice
and peace led by Rev. Jesse Jackson
and other civil rights leaders in
Washington, D.C. I was fortunate to be
in the right place at the right time. When
I was the Supreme Basileus, AKA
staged the spectacular Diamond Ju-
bilee Celebration.

RENEWAL
We continue each year to be re-

newed. As we recall the history of
Alpha Kappa Alpha and look forward
to the future we are renewed.

The Spirit Song, “We’re AKA,
Pride of the Ivy” written for and re-
leased at the 75th Anniversary Boule:

AKA is building, 
growing stronger every day,
The women of the Ivy 
will make tomorrow great.
It’s the hand of a leader  
that reaches to the sky,
With the spirit of the Ivy, 

we’ll keep the dream alive.

The POWER of Alpha Kappa Alpha
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The process of completing the year-
end reports is an on-going process
that should start in January and con-
tinue through the entire year. The year
end reports include:
[A] Statement of Operations

—Report #2
[B] The Budget—Report #1
[C] Questionnaire — Report #2a 

These reports can be found on
the aka1908 website, in the members’
only section.

The pecunious grammateus
should continuously post entries to the
cash receipt journal and the tamiou-
chos continuously post entries to the
cash disbursement journal. They will
use these figures to report monthly
cash receipts, disbursements and end-
ing balances to the chapter. At mid year,
they might want to compile these fig-
ures in the format similar to the State-
ment of Financial Position. This will
facilitate completing the annual report.

The following are suggested time-
lines for completing and presenting
your chapter’s budget.

In May, the tamiouchos, who is
chairman of the Budget Committee,
may want to ask for budgets. This will
allow committees time to prepare
their budget requests. The Budget
Committee will be preparing budgets
for operat ions , programs and
fundraising. 

In September, the chapter’s
Budget/Finance Committee should
meet to start preparing the annual
budget. 

In October, the budget is pre-
sented to the chapter. 

In November, the budget should
be approved by the chapter. This ap-
proved budget is due by January 1 of
the following year. It can be submit-
ted no later than February 1 to the re-
gional director, supreme tamiouchos
and Corporate Office. 

The Statement of Financial Posi-
tion is also due by January 1. This re-
port shows the beginning balances,
revenues, expenditures and ending
balances for both the operations and
fundraising accounts. It also dis-
closes any other bank accounts, in-
vestments, other assets and liabilities
(outstanding bills and obligations).
You should obtain the prior year re-
port to help you complete the current
report. This report is submitted in the
following year, by February 1 to the
regional director, supreme tamiou-
chos and Corporate Office. 

The Questionnaire for Organiza-
tions Exempt from Taxes (Form 990) in-
cludes some information on the
Statement of Financial Position. This
report applies only to financial informa-
tion of the chapter. You should never
report Foundation information on these
reports.  This report facilitates compil-
ing information for the group income

tax return for all of our chapters sub-
mitted to the Internal Revenue Service.
The Questionnaire is due to the Corpo-
rate Office by February 1. 

The treasurer should ensure
copies of these reports are main-
tained as part of the chapter’s files.

For chapters that have Founda-
tions/Incorporated Entities/Not for
Profit Organizations, the annual com-
pliance form is due to the Corporate
Office by February 1.

Let’s get busy and do the work
now. This will help ensure a smoother
year-end reporting process.

• Internal Self-Assessments which may occur in one of two ways: The
Standards Evaluation Teams (SET) or the Standards Investigative Team
Evaluators (SITE) augmented by sorors from within the region assist the
regional directors in conducting chapter evaluations and objective fact-
finding investigations in matters pertaining to alleged hazing and non-
hazing incidents.

• External Standardized Evaluations which may occur in one of two ways:
The Standards Evaluation Teams (SET) or the Standards Investigative
Team Evaluators (SITE) augmented by sorors from within the region who
assist the regional directors in conducting chapter evaluations and ob-

jective fact-finding investigations in matters pertaining to alleged hazing
and non-hazing incidents. At least one member of the SITE shall be from
the International Standards Committee. 

Moving forward, we must embrace and understand the importance of know-
ing the rules and guidelines which help us foster the vitality and longevity of
our great sisterhood. 

As chapters conduct their annual self-evaluation, the high performing
chapters constantly ask three important questions: (1) Who’s managing this
information? (2) What should we as a chapters be reporting and when? (3)
How are we doing overall as a chapter? — Best practices from across the
regions include: publishing Standards “HOT Topics” in monthly newsletters;
Standards Committee Members helping
sorors by serving as “Standards BUD-
DIES;” completing the Self-Assessment
tool every six months and at annual re-
treats; and (4) chapter members and
newly installed officers reading the
Soror Code of Ethics.

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On the American history segment
of the 2010 National Report Card
(Assessment of Educational

Progress), the maximum proficiency
students achieved was 22 percent,
the performance rate of fourth
graders. Eighth graders scored 18
percent, while only 13 percent of
high school seniors demonstrated a
solid grasp of the subject. Were
Alpha Kappa Alpha to quiz members
on topics such as its founders, struc-
ture, leaders, programs, and devel-
opment, how would sorors perform?
Just as American history needs to be
reinforced, AKA’s history must be-
come a higher priority. 

Recognizing the critical role that his-
tory plays in helping members un-
derstand what makes AKA work and
why, Supreme Basileus Carolyn
House Stewart created the Timeless
History (TH) initiative, a concerted
campaign to help sorors know, cel-
ebrate, and capture AKA history. A
history major herself, she realized
that not only is it vital for sorors to
know the date of AKA’s founding and
incorporation, but it is also important
for them to understand the milieu in
which AKA emerged and endured;
not only is it vital for sorors to char-
acterize the state of the sorority, but
it is also important for them to under-
stand the exigencies that gave rise

to policies, programs, procedures,
and codes of conduct; and not only
is it vital for sorors to recognize
founders, incorporators, Supreme
Basilei, and other leaders from Ethel
Hedgeman Lyle and beyond, but it is
also important to understand the
contributions each made in the
sorority’s progress.

Organizational cultures are pre-
served through stories the organiza-
tion tells about itself and the stories
others tell about it. The stories give
meaning to or identify the organiza-
tion, and the TH initiative will help
Alpha Kappa Alpha take the lead in
telling its story, thereby defining the
essence of AKA and curtailing other
narratives that may distort what AKA
is and what AKA does. Integral to the
implementation of TH are informa-
tion and training. Resource materials
that offer step-by-step instruction
have been developed. The introduc-
tory primer The Timeless History
Guide, the guide for TH writers Writ-
ing Timeless History: A Manual for
Chapter and Regional Editions, and
the production aid, the AKA Style
Manual, are available from the TH
“Document Archive” in the “Mem-
bers Only” section on the AKA web-
site. Additionally, a series of
workshops, which began at the
South Eastern and Central regional

conferences, will continue at the
2011 Leadership Seminar and 2012
regional conferences. 
Chapters and regions have the option
to determine which aspects of the TH
program to adopt, and save time-
less histories, which are a mandate f
o r e v e r y c h a p t e r a n d e v e r y
region. Timeless histories must be
p r o d u c e d i n
concert with
t h e T H w r i t -
ing guidelines,
including time-
lines. In 2011,
each chapter
basileus and
regional direc-
tor will appoint
a T H a u t h o r
who will master
the TH concept
and develop a profile; TH authors will
submit outlines, bibliographies, and
first drafts in 2013; authors will com-
plete final drafts and manuscripts by
2013; and the histories will debut at
2014 regional conferences. 
Chapter and regional editing com-
mittees, to be appointed in 2012, will
ensure that TH publications conform
to TH writing basics: timeless serv-
ice emphasis, inferences backed by
documentation, reader friendly, and
AKA formatting.
Source credibility will play a pivotal
role in the quality of the publication
— garbage in, garbage out — so
members should begin their
searches with AKA archives at the
chapter, regional, and international
levels. As a result of a digitalization
project that began as part of the $1
million grant to Howard during the

Had he con-
sulted the of-

ficial history, he would not have had
to surmise about certain actions,
and his conclusions may have been
very different. Why did he go to a
general source? Because it was ac-
cessible through a local library. Pub-
lishing histories will not be enough.
Timeless histories are not designed
for members only and should be ac-
cessible to non-members. The TH
publications should be considered
complete only when editions (chap-
ter, regional and international) have
been placed in libraries in the re-
spective area. Such will ensure that
the Alpha Kappa Alpha story, as told
from the Alpha Kappa Alpha per-
spective, accurately portrays AKA.
Telling every segment of the AKA
story will add more detail, perspec-
tives, and accounts of Alpha Kappa
Alpha’s illustrious history. Has your
chapter/region begun to chronicle
the events, dates, and personalities
that will help the AKA story endure
through the ages? The measures we
take now will make Alpha Kappa
Alpha’s history timeless.
